Program Objectives:

· Provide a deeper meaning of society, community, faith, responsibility and self-identity
· Enhance participants’ understanding of, and comfort with the Ismaili Tariqah and Islam in general
· Allow participants to explore, express and debate issues of importance to them in a neutral      environment

· Promote life-long learning
· Provide an opportunity to build meaningful, lasting friendships and a strong community network
 

Program Components:

The goal of Horizons al-Ummah is to strengthen and nurture the sense of comfort and belonging within our community, develop leadership capacity and facilitate personal growth.  The program also encourages the learning of new skills and talents, and fosters lasting friendships that cross boundaries of culture, gender, age and nationality. 

Horizons al-Ummah is all about experiential learning - whether through art, science, nature, poetry or sports, youth will have fun and be challenged in the process.  During workshops and modules, participants will explore the notion of community, pluralism, history, perceptions of Islam and relationships through creative mediums such as skits, dance and art. Participants will have the opportunity to experience outdoor activities such as swimming, hiking, basketball and soccer.  
By participating in morning and evening prayers and engaging with guest speakers and scholars, participants will be encouraged to reflect on what they have learned to further their understanding of their faith and their own self-identity.  All the Majalis activities will allow participants to develop skills such as critical thinking, communication, creativity, self-expression and problem solving.  Every effort is made to make the Majalis content relevant to the participants within the context of their daily lives.

During evening activities, youth will have the opportunity to learn and explore with their peers in a safe and controlled environment.  They will be asked to express themselves through a variety of reflective and stimulating activities and engage in meaningful debate and discussion.
